Thorpdale v Yinnar
Yinnar overcame a fast-starting Thorpdale and some costly 
inaccuracy in front of goal to record a convincing 14.21 
(105) to 8.5 (53) victory at the Thorpdale Recreation Reserve.
After suffering a disappointing defeat the previous week, 
Thorpdale entered the contest with plenty of energy and 
intent. The Blues attacked the game aggressively from the 
opening bounce and were rewarded with five first-quarter 
goals to establish a 13-point lead at the first break.
Former Blue James DeVirgilio opened the scoring for Yinnar 
before Heath Ferguson quickly responded for the home 
side. Lachlan Pratt then put Yinnar back in front following 
good work from Mick Geary and Kane Grinstead-Jones, but 
from that point the Blues took control of the scoreboard.
Falla snapped truly from a stoppage before Shannon 
Pickering intercepted a forward entry and launched a long 
goal from outside 50 metres. Jeremiah Jones then soccered 
through another major before Ferguson capped off the 
quarter with a strong contested mark and goal. Despite 
trailing on the scoreboard, Yinnar was still generating plenty 
of opportunities and winning territory, with Cougar Milsom 
and Ben Britten working hard in defence to repel repeated 
attacks.
Recognising they needed to change the momentum of 
the contest, Yinnar adjusted their approach in the second 
term. The Magpies slowed the game down, maintained 
possession through controlled short kicking and denied 
Thorpdale the opportunity to play on their terms.
The change proved highly effective.
Geary opened the quarter with a goal after applying strong 
pressure inside 50. Schill added another after clever work 
from James Jacobsen, while Nixon Hall produced a classy 
finish from the boundary. Yinnar continued to dominate 
possession and field position, although inaccurate finishing 
prevented them from putting the game completely out of 
reach. Jaxon Notman’s late goal helped the visitors take a 
15-point advantage into the main break.
The second half belonged almost entirely to Yinnar.
While Pickering managed Thorpdale’s only goal of the third 
quarter, Jacobsen and youngster Harvey McKay continually 
drove the ball forward and created opportunities for the 
Magpie forwards. Dean Linton drifted forward to kick a rare 
goal before Pratt, Jacobsen and Jesse Bowe all added majors. 
Bowe’s goal on the three-quarter-time siren extended the 
lead to eight goals and effectively ended the contest.
Thorpdale showed some spirit early in the final term 
through Travis Pattern and Mitch Gorman, but any hopes of a 
comeback were quickly extinguished as Pratt and Robertson 
responded with goals of their own. Yinnar’s superior ball 
movement, work rate and ability to control territory proved 
decisive as the margin continued to grow.

The statistics highlighted just how dominant the visitors 
were. Yinnar finished with an overwhelming 86-41 
advantage in inside-50 entries and generated 35 scoring 
shots compared with just 13 for the Blues.
Schill, McColl and Mills were outstanding throughout the 
afternoon, while Bowe provided Yinnar with first use in 
the ruck. Jacobsen, DeVirgilio, Geary and Hall were also 
important contributors. For Thorpdale, Jones impressed 
early, Rosato battled hard despite carrying injury concerns, 
Pickering again performed strongly and Milsom stood tall 
under constant defensive pressure.
Thorpdale coach Daniel Taylor described the result as 
disappointing given his side’s excellent start. He felt the 
Blues’ early midfield work and attacking style allowed them 
to capitalise on their opportunities but admitted Yinnar’s 
speed, overlap run and ball use became increasingly 
difficult to contain after quarter-time.
Yinnar coach Sam McCulloch praised his side’s ability 
to respond after a difficult opening quarter. He said the 
Magpies gradually adjusted to the conditions and took 
control of the game but noted goal-kicking accuracy 
remained an area requiring improvement after producing 
just 14 goals from 35 scoring shots.

Foster v Newborough
Every footballer understands how difficult it can be to 
consistently find the football, let alone kick goals. Most 
players would be delighted with a handful of goals in a 
game. Brett Eddy delivered something far beyond that on 
Saturday.
The champion full-forward produced one of the most 
remarkable individual performances seen in local football, 
kicking an astonishing 18 goals in Foster’s extraordinary 
35.11 (221) to 5.1 (31) victory over Newborough.
Eddy’s haul accounted for more than half of Foster’s total 
goals and provided another reminder of why he remains 
one of the most feared forwards to have played in country 
football. The veteran has kicked close to 1,300 career goals 
and enjoyed success at levels most local footballers can only 
dream about, yet an 18-goal performance still stands out as 
an incredible achievement.
While Eddy deserved the headlines, the performance was 
built on complete team dominance. Foster controlled 
the game from the opening bounce, winning the ball 
consistently through the middle of the ground and 
delivering it with precision inside forward 50.
Jack Rathjen and reigning league medallist Angus Norton 
were outstanding contributors, while Tom Schneider, Luke 
Tapscott and Jack Weston also featured prominently among 
the home side’s best players.
The Tigers were relentless across all four quarters and never

allowed Newborough any opportunity to settle into the 
contest. Their pressure, ball movement and ability to convert 
chances ensured the margin continued to grow throughout 
the afternoon.
Coach Jake Best praised the complete four-quarter 
performance from his players but was quick to shift his 
attention to the challenges that lie ahead.
For Newborough, it was a difficult afternoon. Anthony Daley, 
Matt Heywood and Liam Fitzpatrick battled hard despite the 
scoreboard pressure, while last week’s hero Jack Robinson 
kicked two goals and was the Bulldogs’ only multiple goal-
kicker.
Although the Bulldogs will be eager to move on quickly, this 
was one of those afternoons that will remain part of local 
football folklore. Foster supporters will be talking about Brett 
Eddy’s 18-goal haul for years to come, while Newborough 
players will always have the unique story of being on the 
field the day Eddy produced one of the greatest individual 
performances seen in the competition.

MDU v Boolarra
MDU returned to the winners’ list with a strong and 
professional 18.6 (114) to 10.9 (69) victory over Boolarra.
The Demons made an ideal start, kicking five unanswered 
goals in the opening quarter while Boolarra again struggled 
to make the most of its scoring opportunities. The visitors 
generated enough chances to remain competitive but 
managed only 2.3 from five scoring shots and immediately 
found themselves chasing the game.
MDU tightened its grip in the second quarter, producing 
some of its best football of the afternoon. The home side 
kicked the next four goals and opened up a commanding 
45-point advantage before Boolarra managed a late goal 
prior to half-time.
To Boolarra’s credit, the contest became much more even 
after the main break. The visitors continued to compete 
strongly around stoppages and refused to allow the margin 
to blow out further. The teams combined for 15 goals in the 
second half, creating an entertaining spectacle despite the 
result never appearing seriously in doubt.
Pat Kerr continued his impressive season with six goals, 
once again proving a difficult matchup for opposition 
defenders. Trent McRae, Steve Forrester and Sam Wilson 
also played key roles in the victory and provided consistent 
contributions across four quarters.
For Boolarra, Matt Devon led the attack with four goals, 
while co-captains Mason Porykali and Joel Mason, along 
with coach Brendan Mason, were among the visitors’ better 
performers.
Brendan Mason said he was pleased with the effort and 
response shown by his players after the previous week’s 

disappointment but acknowledged MDU had been far 
more efficient in converting opportunities. He also revealed 
injuries had significantly affected his side’s ability to rotate 
players, with Joel Rasmus suffering a hamstring injury and 
Tarmah Litle appearing to sustain a serious knee injury.
MDU coach Rhett Kelly was pleased to return to the winners’ 
list but felt there were still areas requiring improvement. 
He noted periods where Boolarra challenged strongly and 
believed his side allowed the visitors to move the ball too 
freely at times.
Kelly was particularly encouraged by the even contribution 
across the group, saying it demonstrated MDU was not 
reliant on a handful of players. During the upcoming bye 
period, he said the focus would remain on improving the 
team’s defensive structures and consistency.

Mirboo North v Morwell East
Mirboo North recorded an important 8.11 (59) to 6.10 
(46) victory over Morwell East in a hard-fought contest that 
remained competitive for four quarters.
The Hawks started strongly and looked the more dangerous 
side early but failed to fully capitalise on their opportunities. 
They managed only two goals from five first-quarter scoring 
shots, leaving the Tigers within striking distance.
That inefficiency proved costly.
Mirboo North responded strongly in the second quarter as 
Riley Oddy, Joe Brooks, Hayden Potts and Tobias McDuffie all 
found the scoreboard. The Tigers kicked four goals to one for 
the term and turned a small deficit into a five-point lead by 
half-time.
Once in front, Mirboo North never surrendered control of the 
match. Morwell East continued to challenge throughout the 
second half and remained close enough to apply scoreboard 
pressure, but the Tigers consistently found answers whenever 
required.
Potts finished with three goals while Oddy contributed two. 
Beau Peters, Hudson Kerr and Hayden Barnes were also 
among the home side’s best performers.
For Morwell East, Cain Iorangi was the only multiple goal-
kicker. John Conquest impressed in just his second senior 
appearance, while Bailey Galante and Eric Semler also made 
valuable contributions.
Morwell East coach Ben Marks said the result was 
disappointing given the number of momentum swings 
throughout the contest but remained encouraged by the 
improvement his side continues to show each week.
Mirboo North coach Damian Turner praised his team’s 
composure after the Hawks’ strong start. He felt discipline, 
effort and a willingness to stick to the game plan allowed 
the Tigers to work their way into the lead before a number 
of positional adjustments helped generate their best football

after half-time. Turner also highlighted the successful return 
of three players from long-term injuries as one of the major 
positives from the day.

Stony Creek v Toora
Stony Creek secured its second win of the season with a 
hard-earned 10.5 (65) to 9.4 (58) victory over Toora.
The contest was closely fought for much of the afternoon and 
neither side was able to establish a significant advantage 
through the opening half. Stony Creek led by just six points 
at the main break before producing its best football in the 
third quarter.
The Lions restricted Toora to no score during the term while 
adding several goals of their own, stretching the margin to 
25 points at the final change.
Toora refused to surrender and mounted a determined final-
quarter comeback. Tex Dyson finished with three goals while 
Nick Quint and Jake Smart added two each as the Magpies 
surged forward repeatedly.
The visitors closed to within seven points but ultimately ran 
out of time.
Lachi Smart and Josh Halsall were among Toora’s best 
players in a performance that demonstrated plenty of 
character despite ending in defeat.
For Stony Creek, Luke Firth kicked three goals while Tully 
Bernaldo added two. Young midfielder Angus McInnes was 
outstanding and earned best-on-ground honours, with Liam 
Harrington and Tyler Neal also playing important roles.
Coach Troy Shepherdson praised the resilience of his players, 
particularly after injuries left the Lions without a bench after 
half-time. He said the victory reflected the determination 
and commitment shown by the group under challenging 
circumstances.

Tarwin v Fish Creek
A bumper crowd packed Shark Park on Saturday, but it was 
Fish Creek that left with the points, reinforcing its status as a 
genuine premiership contender with a convincing 14.8 (92) 
to 7.5 (47) victory over Tarwin.
The Kangaroos made a flying start, led by the return of key 
forward William McTaggart. McTaggart kicked the opening 
two goals of the match, including a brilliant individual 
effort from a ruck contest before converting another from a 
trademark lead and mark.
Oscar Bright added another before Tom Cameron kicked two 
first-quarter goals as Fish Creek piled on five majors before 
Tarwin had fully settled into the contest.
Tarwin’s first goal arrived through Troy Harley late in the 
opening term. Harley would finish with three goals and 
work tirelessly throughout the day.

Through the midfield, Jack Wiedemann, Luke Williams and 
Mitch Hicks continually drove the ball forward, while Rhett 
Wiedemann’s ruck work helped the Kangaroos gain control 
around stoppages and centre clearances.
Fish Creek extended its lead early in the second quarter 
when Rhett Wiedemann launched a long-range goal from 
beyond 50 metres. However, Tarwin responded impressively.
Dylan Garnham, Matt Williams and recruit Kyle Yann lifted 
around the contest and helped the Sharks claw their way 
back into the game. Yann goaled after a precise Garnham 
pass before Garnham added one of his own. Rem Dal Pozzo 
then converted from close range and suddenly the margin 
was manageable.
A costly lapse in discipline saw Jack Davis awarded a goal 
after a series of 50-metre penalties, but Tarwin still managed 
to close within 15 points by half-time when Bertacco finished 
off excellent work from captain Ben Ellen.
With momentum building and the home crowd engaged, 
the stage appeared set for a gripping second half.
Instead, Fish Creek produced a decisive third quarter.
The visitors restricted Tarwin to just two behinds while 
adding three goals of their own. Jack Wiedemann produced 
one of the highlights of the day with a superb goal from 
outside 50 near the boundary, helping extend the lead 
beyond five goals.
Any remaining doubt disappeared early in the final term 
when Wiedemann added consecutive goals. Harley 
continued to battle hard for Tarwin and added two more 
majors, but Fish Creek always appeared in control and 
comfortably matched every challenge.
Garnham, Ben Ellen and coach Lachi Jones were among 
Tarwin’s best players, while Jack Wiedemann, Jack Davis, 
Brady Mitchell and Mitch Hicks led the way for the victorious 
Kangaroos.Tarwin coach Lachi Jones said his side’s slow start 
had proved costly against quality opposition.
“We know Fish Creek are a classy side and to give them that 
start was really disappointing,” Jones said.
Jones was pleased with the second-quarter response but 
stressed the need to produce four-quarter performances 
against the competition’s strongest teams. He also praised 
Garnham’s work around the contest and highlighted the 
efforts of McCall and Staley in defence.
Fish Creek coach Jarrod Walker described the result as a 
solid win and said he was pleased with his side’s consistency 
across the day.
Walker acknowledged Tarwin’s ability to hurt his team on the 
counterattack but felt the Kangaroos maintained control for 
most of the contest.
“We had a few standout performers, but everyone had their 
moment,” he said.
